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Research-Ecosystems Alliance Survey; water and land 

resource use and management constraints in Buliisa 

Our analysis of survey 

data obtained from 

about 370 households 

in Buliisa reveal the 

communities (crop 

farmers, fisher folk, 

pastoralists, wildlife 

resource dependants, 

traders and employees) 

largely  (40-50%) rec-

ognize their agro and 

natural ecosystems productivity is declining.  

 

Productivity declines the Buliisa communities think are due to 

inappropriate management practices (64%,fisher folk), pests 

including wildlife and domestic problem animals and disease 

(41%) and climate change (20%, crop farmers).  To address 

these problems, 58% (crop farmers), 45% (fisher folk), 48% 

(pastoralists) and 36% (wildlife resource dependents) perceive 

training on management technologies, with provision of seed 

and tools and, pests and diseases control will be needed. Al-

lowed access to resources in wildlife reserves is something 

else the communities (9-20%) want.   Our analyses also 

showed that age, landholding size and location of farm signifi-

cantly (P<0.05) influence productivity. 

 

UWS with funds from 

Ecosystems Alliance 

will in the next 3 

years conduct the 

needed trainings and  

promote required 

technologies.  We  

will advocate, lobby 

and negotiate with 

Uganda Wildlife Au-

thority, Oil Compa-

nies and other stake-

holders in Buliisa to,  

allow communities gain legal access to some of the resources 

they need from wildlife reserves, benefit from and participate 

in oil developments including monitoring compliance to set 

environmental standards by the mining companies.  We  will 

raise the peoplesô awareness, train and facilitate them to en-

gage in Ugandaôs REDD+ strategies.  We will do all these 

collaboratively with the District Local Government, CBOs and 

our EA partners.  Our interventions we deem will  bring 

about sustainable use and management of natural resources in 

Buliisa, thereby restore productivity and consequently secure 

the peoplesô livelihoods and income options.

Members in adding to our 

five internally organized 

public meetings so far this 

year, we have participated 

and made inputs in a number 

of policy and advocacy fora;  

In June, within the Civil 

Society Coalition on Oil 

(CSCO), UWS made inputs 

in the Draft Oil Bill 2012 

before it was tabled to parliament.  We participated in the farm down 

information to stakeholders workshop organized by Tullow and Total 

in Kampala and Buliisa.  

 

We were involved in the Uganda 

Tourism Sector Situational Assess-

ment Report validation workshop 

which took place in June at Protea 

Hotel and, in the Tourism Sympo-

sium organized by Makerere Uni-

versity also in June 2012.   

 

In May we made inputs in the 

Draft Environmental Monitoring 

Manual for the Albertine Graben and the workshop for this was organ-

ized by the Petroleum Exploration and Production Department of 

Ministry of Energy and Mineral Development.      

 

We made inputs in the draft management plan 2012-2022 for the Pian 

Upe Wildlife Reserve and Amudat Community Wildlife Area. This 

was on 23rd July 2012 at Fair Way hotel, in a workshop organized by 

IUCN for UWA and in part to feed lessons  from the COBWEB Pro-

ject Initiatives into the Ugandaôs protected areas management prac-

tices and policies.    
 

Staff of UWS participated in the 

Launch of  Wetland Demarcation 

Exercise which took place on 4th 

June 2012 at the Bugolobi Wet-

land. We were present at the re-

gional education for sustainable 

development day on July 6, 2012 

by Nature Uganda and WWF.   

 

In the meantime members we are 

organizing our internal dialogues and will be giving you information 

on those coming up soon in September. Among others we will be hav-

ing dialogues based on our detailed findings on the natural resources 

use and management issues in Buliisa. 
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Conservation initiatives at UWSðExtending Wetland Protected Areas 

through Community Conservation Initiatives  (COBWEB) 

Members we received funds to implement the 

COBWEB at the end of July and a number of 

activities will be done under this project this 

year. Between July and December 2012, UWS 

will among others; mobilize and train commu-

nities in tree nursery establishment, support 

lake buffer and catchment tree planting, zoning 

of community conservation areas (CCAs).  

 

The Society will work with UWA to build ca-

pacity of community rangers to manage wild-

life in the CCAs, train the CCA management 

structures in CCA best management practices 

and develop resource-use agreements, pilot test and promote wise-use/best 

practices at the CCAs and support business and market development plans.  

 

UWS Membersô Support to Wildlife Conservation in Ngamba Chimpan-

zee Sanctuary & Wildlife Conservation Trust ï Call  

Member, we would like to bring it to your attention that, Uganda Wildlife 

Society is a trustee to the Ngamba Islands Chimpanzee Sanctuary and Wild-

life Conservation Trust. We received communication and reports from the 

Sanctuary, that feeding the Chimps there has become a constraint. Manage-

ment is calling for financial support to the effect.
